In December 2016, Ministerial Order No. 957 was made, holding VET fees for VRQA-registered RTOs at 2014 levels. VET fees remain at those levels. 
In September 2021, Ministerial Order No. 1337 was made, amending Ministerial Order No. 615, to fix certain fees at nil to 31 December 2021 in response to disruptions caused by coronavirus (COVID-19).
